BRIEF COURSE DESCRIPTION:

French 4 is a course designed to prepare students to pass the Advanced Placement Exam in French Language. It
is intended for those who have chosen to further develop ther proficdency in dl four language skills ligening,
goesking, reading, and writing. It is assumed that most students will be in the find sages of their secondary
school training and will have had substantid course work in the language. The course emphasizes the use of
French for active communication.

GENERAL GOAL SPURPOSES:

The course goals are based on the pre-established AP objectives as follows:
The ability to comprehend forma and informa spoken French;
The acquistion of vocabulary and a grasp of Structure to dlow the easy, accurate reading of newspaper and
magazine aticles, as wdll as of modern literature in French;
The ability to compose expository passages, and
The ability to expressideas oraly with accuracy and fluency.

Course content may reflect intellectud interests shared by the students and teacher (the arts, history, current
events, literature, culture, sports, etc.) Materids include recordings, films, newspapers, and magazines. The
course seeks to develop language kills that are useful in themsdves and that can be gpplied to various activities
and disciplines rather than to the magtery of any specific subject matter. Extensive training in the organization
and writing of compositions must be an integra part of the AP French Language course.

STUDENT READING COMPONENT:

Reading in the fourth leve is an active skill. Students mugt teke an active part in the reading process, congtantly
inferring, deducing, anticipating, guessing, predicting, checking and asking themsdlves questions about the text.
Readings are drawn from authentic French materids as wel as the AP French; Preparing for the Language
Examination workbook. Students read a variety of genres. prose, poetry and drama from different periods;
answer content questions; and demongtrate increased criticd thinking skills.

STUDENT WRITING COMPONENT:

Writing in the fourth level is a continuation of the skills acquired in French I1l.  Each writing task is desgned to
devdop sills that will hep dudents prepare to take the Advanced Placement Exam in French Language.
Students practice such skills as writing a compostion using advanced function words and verbs, explaining in



detail, narrating a picture sequence, circumlocution, and editing processes in order to develop the ability to
express themsealves with reasonable fluency and accuracy in written French.

STUDENT ORAL COMPONENT:

The ord component at the fourth level is geared toward spontaneity of response in unrestricted French speaking
gtuations.  Ingtruction and practice is designed to eliminate hedtation, verb tense errors, incorrect word order
and incorrect pronunciation. The AP French: Preparing for the Language Examination workbook requires
practice in accuracy, fluency and speed with which questions are answered.  Students will record their
individua responses and submit them for peer assessment and sdf evauation.

DETAILED UNITS OF INSTRUCTION:

Ingtruction does not focus on the magtery of any specific subject matter. Students continue to practice and
perfect language sKills through grammar, vocabulary and literature activities, ligening to French radio programs
and music artists and viewing French films, news programs and videos.

THISCOURSE WILL PREPARE STUDENTSFOR THE HSEE AND/OR FCUSD EXIT EXAMSIN:

Though not designed for direct correlation to the exit exams, some preparation in some or dl areas of math,
reading, writing, language arts, and socia science will take place.

LAB FEE, |IF REQUIRED:

There is a fee for the consumable workbooks required for test preparation. Cost to students will be based on
current publisher prices.

SUBJECT AREA CONTENT STANDARDSTO BE ADDRESSED:

The five Naiond Standards of Communication, Cultures, Connections, Comparisons, and Communities are dl
addressed.
