Intel-Bringing You Technology Education

Overview: 
I-BYTE at the Site is a program designed to encourage technology focused staff development. In addition to offerings of general interest, the program provides a means to meet site specific needs. The original sponsor of I-BYTE was Intel. In the past few years it has since migrated to a program wholly supported by FCUSD.
Requirements:

1. Each school must develop a plan for the technology education sessions offered to its staff.  The principal approval form must be signed by the principal and approved by the ETIS Director.

2. Each session must have a minimum of four participants (session leader plus three).

3. Session leaders develop the lessons and provide follow-up help for staff members implementing the technology.

Stipend Payments:

1. A $100 stipend per session is paid to the session leader. 

2. Each site is allowed a maximum of fifteen sessions per school year.

3. Submit a completed pay slip along with the I-BYTE at the Site sign-in form to Pam Oien in the ETIS department. 

a. You must have a separate sign-in sheet for each class. Send a copy of the Go Sign Me Up sign in sheet.
b. Pay slips must be received by the 25th of the month for payment on the 10th of the following month.

I-BYTE and Buy-Back:
I-BYTE sessions are not automatically eligible for buy-back credit. Please review buy-back FAQ’s for specifics on having a session approved for buy-back.
