We do not need license/installation information on Microsoft Office products (Word, Excel, PowerPoint, etc.) We would like you to include them on your inventory if you have integrated their use into your curriculum.
SUBJECT AND/OR GRADE LEVEL:

Indicate the specific group using the software.

This is a website that reviews electronic learning resources to determine their connections to content standards.

The subject areas covered on the site are mathematics, language arts, history-social science and science. The site allows you to search in several ways. The easiest is probably to look at an alphabetical listing of titles in a particular area. 

We need to you to identify if the software you are using is listed on CLRN.
